I have called you by name; you are mine
(Isaiah 43:1) 

I look back in time and recall when I entered
seminary at the age of thirteen right after my

confirmation on June 28, 1982. The Church
has always been home where I felt comforted
from the very beginning. I was born and raised

in a catholic home. My parents were devout
Catholics. We were five children and I am fifth

in the family. I have two brothers and two
siters. I still remember the first vocation camp

I attended in 1982 at St. Thomas Basilica in
Chennai where St. Thomas the Apostle

preached to the fishing communities at the
southeast coast of India, the state called Tamil

Nadu. As a young boy I was curious but also
shy and timid and yet wanting to be a priest. It
has been a long journey, not realizing how time

has gone. I was twenty-three when I went to
Rome for religious studies for a congregation

called Servants of Charity. In 1998 I met
Archbishop James Weisgerber in Rome. It was
a two-year period that I took to discern what I
wanted to do with my life. I came to Canada

after my licentiate in moral theology degree in
Rome at the invitation of the Archbishop

James Weisgerber. I arrived in the summer of
2000 and ordained on June 28, 2001, at St.

Mary’s Cathedral. I celebrated my first mass at
Holy Rosary Church. Today I am grateful for

this journey that began at Holy Rosary Church
and being back here at Holy Rosary church
again. It has been a transforming journey

through these twenty-five years. I thank God
for this incredible journey of priesthood and
the blessing and joys it has brought into my

life and the grace of God that sustained me in
time of challenge and crisis. I fondly

remember my parents Theresa Susai and
Savarimuthu Michael for their love and faith

that has made me who I am today.
